It is a mandatory reguirement to obtain a CoC from an approved Certification Body (CB), for
regulated food consignments from Mandated Countries of Supply. For other non-mandated
Countries of Supply the CoC can be obtained from the approved CB on a voluntary basis.
Obtaining@,Certificate of Conformity (CoC) for the Food Product Consignments prior to
exporting to*KSA, is highly recommended to clear the shipment at KSA Ports and Borders.
Exporters will benefit from a fast track clearance from KSA Customs and thereby expediting
theplacement of the food products in the KSA marketplace.
